THE SPONSORED ‘Ride & Stride’ is the Trust's main annual fund-raising event.
Cyclists and Walkers of all ages find people to sponsor them for the number of churches,
chapels, and colleges which they visit between 10am and 6pm on 'the day'. Anyone who can
find a 'sponsorable’ activity, such as staffing a church or chapel, may also be sponsored for
their effort. Half of the money which is raised by the participant will be sent to the church or
chapel nominated by you, the cyclist. The other half is retained by the Trust and is distributed to
churches in special need both to help with the costs of repairs and for restoration.

PLEASE TAKE PART - and so help the Trust and also YOUR church or chapel. All you need to do is:

1. Arrange as much sponsorship as possible before the day.

2. Make sure your church or group organiser knows that you are taking part. The
organiser will give you a list of churches, chapels, and Cambridge colleges so
that you can best plan your route, and a brightly coloured Cycle Ride sticker for
you to wear!

3. Fill in the front of this form with your Surname and initials, address, and postcode,
and the name and address of the church or chapel that you wish to receive half of
the money which you raise.

4. Visit as many churches and chapels as you can between 10am and 6pm on the day
of the Ride. Some will be staffed and there will be someone to sign your form;
others will simply have the signing in card pinned to the door or on a table for
you to sign. Some will be able to offer you refreshments. If, however, the church or
chapel is not participating you may note that you have visited it if you wish and
count it in the total which you have visited. Please remember that the churches
are asked to participate well ahead of the ride and some may find difficulty in
providing awelcome on the day due to changing circumstances.

5. Please study the appropriate sections of the Highway Code before you start and
cycle & walk safely. The Trust cannot accept liability for any injuries sustained
during the ride. Advice from the Police is that cyclists should ride in single file.

6. After the ride collect the money from your sponsors and then hand it, together with
your sponsorship form, to your organiser who will forward both the money and your
form to the Trust. Please try and hand in the money by the 31% October. The Trust
needs your form if any of your sponsors are tax payers and are signing the form to
support Gift Aid. Note that the Trust will, for administrative reasons, retain all the
recovered tax. Your church organiser will send both your form and money with a
paying-in slip or covering letter to: Mr. R. Dexter, CHCT Ride Treasurer, 39,
Bentham Way, Ely, Cambs CB6 IBS. Cheques for the full amount raised should
be made out to the Cambridgeshire Historic Churches Trust.

7. Please try and encourage your Sponsors to GIFT AID their Donation, this means
that the Trust can reclaim an additional 25p for every £1 donated, PROVIDED that
the Sponsor pays an amount of UK income Tax or Capital Gains tax during the
current financial year at least EQUAL to the tax reclaimed.
PLEASE NOTE: In the list of churches we have tried to list as many churches in the county as
possible, and to help, we have indicated as much information as possible. Our attempts to gather this
information have been patchy so the information is incomplete and may change before the ride.
